The Manitoha Winter Fair at Brandon has been
one of Miss O'Neill's favourite assignment..;, and
last year a Times cameraman caught her in a mag­
nificent rigout of blue jeans and rubber boots, busy
at the task of hosing down one of the champion
bulls.

In
each group of four programs, an cffort
is made to include one of serious
music, nsually recorded by a chambtor
group such as the Parlow String Quar­
tet or the Winnipeg Strings; one of
folk music like Prairie Schooner or a
group of selections sung by folk-Singer
Alan Mills; one "serious," solo recital;
and one jazz program by someone like
Oscar Peterson or a program of popu­
lar music arranged for orchestra by
Neil Chotem of ~lonlreal, Erie 'Vild
of \Vinnipeg, Ricky Hyslop of Van­
couver or Howard Cable of Toronto.

tender ones that require ht.'at, such
as tomatoes, should be held in warm
quarters for another month.

2. "Hardlminf{ all" is a necessary
treatment to prepare plants for out­
door living. Holding plants in a cold
frame for ten days or so, decreasing the
water supply slightly, and gradually
e....posing the plants to wind and
weather is the standard method of
hardening.

3. Cloudy weather before ro'n is
ideal but if nOl available do the work
in the late afternoon and carly evening.

4. Plaut sUg/ltly deeper than depth
in plant boxes.

5. Set ill moist soil. If possible water
bed 24 hours in advance. Filling each
hole with water and letting it soak
in hefore setting plants in place is a
good practice.

6. Set plants firmly pressing soil
downward on the roots but without
squeezing lhe stem.

7. '"Vater box of plants a few hours
before transplanting. Never remove
plants from dry soil.

8. Pinch back snapdragons and
similar plants at setting out time.
