■ At last! Index finally tracked down those elusive Cocteau Twins last week, in response to your letters asking why we'd so far failed to bring their pearls of wisdom your way. Seems the problem is that they just don't Hke doing interviews, even though they're now reg- ular visitors to the national charts. "There's no question of compromising the music," explains Robin. "We never think of commercialism when we're making records, and we were as surprised as anyone that the last couple of records have got into the charts at ail, because they got no airplay and we don't go in for this 'buy one and get two free' stuff. "There seem to be two schools of thought about selling the Cocteau Twins. Either you say we're just going to sell the same number of records as ever to our own audience, or ask how we can stop people buying pap and get them to buy decent records instead. I mean, when you look at 'Top of the Pops', it's ail a bit sad, isn't it? "Even the indie chart business is a thing of the past, these days," says Robin. "That's why 

you get people like the Cuit doing so well in it and they shouldn't be there at ail. Ail the indie thinking behind bands like them is long gone." The Twins currently have two EPs gracing the Index turntable, 'Tiny Dynamine' and 'Echoes In A Shallow Bay'. An unusual way of releasing their music, I suggest. 
"1 think that happened because we recorded it at home between February and August, to find out if we could make our records at home. Our records are always full of mistakes, be- cause we don't like spending a lot of time on one thing. We like to capture that initial spark." 
Future plans include an LP featuring only Robin and Liz, without any bass or drums, so maybe they'll let us talk to them again and, who knows, even take some pictures. Don't hold your breath for live appearances, though. "There are too many other things to do at the moment," says Robin. Certainly not talking to journalists, I bet.

Judging by the leisurely pace, the Fifties shades, white roll-neck jumper ond the presence of two black girl bocking singers, the Doctor is now prescribing a far more soulful pop medicine. The probable new single, 'Diggin' That Scene', sums it ail up. Dr Robert and his soul sisters swop vocal harmonies, and Neville Henry's faraway sax takes us bock to the Philly soul of Bowie's Toung Americans'. Even the old songs, which once swam with the 'glam-jazz' tag, are now swept along by Wacker currents. The glamorous aspect of tonighfs show is restricted to the ever présent Marc Bolan quover in the Dodor's crooning. Not to menhon the little performance of hair-combing thaï Protessor Supercool granls us, They delve into the 'sordid past' with nicotine-sooked versions of The Mon From Russia', 'Atomic lullaby' and 'Shedding Skin', The good Doctor then leads the woy into a funked-up cover of 'Sweet Murder' which has the slurred genius of Mick AnkePs fretless boss pldying up on the tips of ils toes, A mock exit laler, and Dr Robert is back on his own, dedicating a liquor-sweef, bitter-sweet encore to his ex-manager, ex-wifé. The rest of the bdnd corne back one by one, showbiz fashion, for further smiling encores of Tom Jones' Tfs Not UnusuaT and the old single 'Go Public'. A Blow Monkeys performance has become a picnic of instinctive style, like Elvis with o brain, Robert Howard is a magnelic performer. Style, soul and Presley appeal—isn't lhat supposed to spell success in 1986? ■Roger Morton

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A year in film probed, prodded, savoured, and generally chewed over. Oor woman in row C, the Gaumont, Bexhill-on-Sea: Eleanor Levy 
While Sylvester Stalloneand'Rambo' proved there is, afier oll, a sensilive humanitarian side to US cinéma (NB: this is a joke), 1985 will slill be remembered for a few timelessly dassic films among the gun- wielding, Commie-killing machismo. Many may well bave had a quiet chuckle as 'Rambo's' pre-releose hype tumed into a kind of cinematic prématuré eiaculotion, fizzling out at the box office after a noisy, thrashing build-up, but the confinued success of similar minded hokum starring karate-kicking Chuck Norris, proves there is no room for complacencyyet. If 1985 was the year of cinéma reactionism, it was also the year of the American 'young adult'. The Breaklast Club', 'St Elmo's Fire', Girls Just Want To Hâve Fun', Weird Science' and (an above average one here) 'Catholic Boys' show fhat film makers are finally realising that if Ihey produce films about the génération who traditionally spend their Saturday nighls at the local flea pit, they are likely lo make a great deal of money. 
On the homefronf, 1985was British Film Year. Designed to promote the message 'the best place to see a film is in a cinéma', il coincided with one of the best years for British films in quite a while. Allhough not repeating the five Oscars success of'Chariots Of Fire', films like 'A Passage Tolndia', Insignificance', 'Wetherby', 'Birdy' and even 'Amadeus'— adapted from Briton Peter Shafferis play — ail won prizes at various festivals and expensive award lunches. Wilh the imminent release of Hugh Hudson's 'Révolution', starring Al Pacino and Nastassja Kinski, and Roland Jotfé's The Mission', with Robert De Niro—not to mention the much hyped 'Absolute Beginners'— 1986 could see the success of Hudson's Chariots Of Fire' or Joffé's The Killing Fields1 being repeated. On the négative side, 1985 (and British production companies) produced some right old turkeys. Not least of these was Mel Smith and Griff Rhys Jones' 'Morons From Outer Space'. Neverhassomuch been wasled on so little. Alongside this, place another British fiasco—'Water'. With a casl induding Billy Connolly and Michael 'demi-god' Caine, it just proves the lengths some people will go to get the money for that new jacuzzi for the budgie's bolhroom. Cries of "Whafis it ail about, Mikey?' dissolved after the sad réalisation that the most creolively faxing thing Mr Caine bas doneinthepast fwo yeansisspoakfive words on a Madness single.

One of the highlights later in the year was Peneiope Spheeris' low budget youth' movie The Boys Next Door". This proved a welconie change from ail the usual 'brat padd teen dramas in which everyone lives happily ever after 
Wth Maxwell Cauifield and ChaHie Sheen outstanding as the two who can never agoin fit into the System after an anarchie weekend in Los Angeles, itwas a tout drama which kept you coming 
'Back To The Future'arrived late in the year to make somebody somewhere very rich, while two of the most critically aedaimed films were The Officiai Version' and 'Camilla' — both powerful Argentinian dramas that tried in differentways to provide some insight into what it was like to live under the répressive régimes of that country's 
'Amadeus' was, for once, a film worthy of ail the praise (and eight Oscars) heaped onto its omate head, while 'Subway' proved thata subtilfed film could draw in the crowds os well as providing a welcome excuse to drool over the Gallic charms of Christophe Lambert and Isabelle Adjani. 

In May, Peter Weiris 'Witness' appeared and quickly showed itself to be one of the highlights of the year. The latest in a long line of exceptronal films from the Australien director, it shone out as somelhing which tugged atyour émotions without resorting to sloppy romantic clichés. It also enabled Harrison Ford to tum in the most mature acting performance of his career, while establishing Kelly McGillis as one of the Faces Of The Year —for those who are interested in such 
Oné otherface to emerge in 1985 belonged to Miranda Richardson. In March, her peroxided locks became the dominant image of the Mike Newell film 'Dance With A Stranger'. This retold the story of Ruth Ellis, the last woman to be hanged in Britain, with a sympathetic ear and a bold eye, and was one of the biggest successes of Brifish FilmYear. To sum up, 1985 was the year in which old timers like Clint Eostwood ('Pale Rider') and Woody Allen (The Purple Rose Of Cairo') came up trumps, when sequels were yetagain the order of the day and—best of ail—Mel Gibson released three films, 1986 will have a hard time surpassing that one.
