FIFTEEN YEARS OF
BROADCASTING
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Amos 'n" Andy take time oul to ecele-
brate St. Patrick’s Day, a dual celehra-
tinn hecause March 19 is the anniversary
of their first Amos 'n" Andy presenta-
tion, ‘way back in 1928,

It all started back in 1520, when Free-
man Gosden and Charles Correll, crea-
tors of Amos 'n' Andy, first tried radio
when an amateunr radio operator asked
them to test his transmitter in New
Orleans, Im 1925 they next entered radic
in Chicago as Sam and Henvy, and on
March 19, 1928, they made their first
appearance as Amos ‘n' Andy.

In their long and popular caresr Amos
‘n' Andy have chalked-up many radio
“Firsts"”, Theirs was the first quarter-
hour ecommercial programme on NBC,
time having heen sold previously in half-
houar and hour units. Too, it was one of
the first programmes to be broadeast
gix - times - a - week (later five-times-
weekly); onee a week having been eus-
tomary procedure,

Thus began the series that through
the subsequent wyears has built a fre-
mendons following of loyal fans, and
when Amos ‘n" Andy left the air on
February 19 they had appeared on over
four thousand broadeasts, not including
repeats from transcriptions,

During their years before the micro-

phone Freeman (Amos) Gosden and
Charlez (Andy) Coreell created more
than 500 characters, including the per-
ennial  Kingfish, Lightnin', Brother
Crawford and Henry Van Povter. They
have worked for but two sponsors, Pep-
godent and Campbell Soup, Aeccording
to their agent Amoz 'n" Andy are con-
sidering several other propositions, but
have made no definite plans as yet.

Air Cadets of Canada

Major C. G. Power, Canadian Minister
of National Defence for Air, recently
stated that the R.C.AF, now looks to
the Air Cadets to provide one of the
answers to any possible shortage in aiv
crew,  Alr Commodore T. A, Lawrence,
in a subsequent press release, remarked
that the Minister for Air had izsued a
challenge, not only to the Air Cadet
Movement, but ta the R.CAF. Officers
in charge of the varvioug Commands, un-
der whose direction the Air Cadet train
ing has been placed. Although the Alr
Cadet Movement is comparatively new,
the tremendons strides it has made duor-
ing the last two years ave rvivalled only
by the Alr Fovee itself. The objective
in Canada iz 230,000 Air Cadets before
next summer. There is little wonder,
then, that Major Power should turn to
thiz potential souree of recruite.

At the outbreak of war, Britain was
fortunate in  having available large
numhbers of young men who had previ-
ously acquired aviation training through
the Air Defence Cadet Corps. The Air
Cadet Leapue of Canada was formed
with the organization of Britain's Alr
Defenee Cadet Corps as a model.  The
training plan was primarily designed to
gerve a dual purpose: To give youth ad.
vaneed training preparvatory to enlist-
ment in the Royal Canadian Air Foves,
and also to afford facilities Lo those boys
who wish to take advantage of the train-
ing Lo prepare themselves for carvesrs in
pivil aviation,

The unguestioned and wvital Import-
ance of air supremacy to the Empire's
gecarity and defence was sufficient rea-

i

san for the existence of such an organi-

zgation. Air Cadet Squadrons are form-
ed on the basis of the sehool oy the com-
munity, BEach squadron must have, as a
start, & minimum of 25 Air Cadets be-
tween the ages of 15 and 18, These
boys must pass Alr Foree medieal ve-
quirements hefore envelling as  AD
Cadets 2nd Class, The new Ay Cadst
must then sucesssfully complete one-
half of the bazie training to become an
Adr Cadet 1st Class, When basie train-
ing iz completed, Air Cadets may spa-
cialize in advanced training and become
Leading Air Cadets.

Alr Cadet training is essentially the
ground training given to air crew of
the B.O.AF. at Initial Training Sehools;
and, in fact, praduate Afv Cadets are
gmiven credit for gualifications achieved
while serving as Air Cadeis. A mini-
mum of 288 kours of instruction is nec-
psary te complete this basie training:
Air Mavigation takes 58 hours; Signals
48: Dwill 320; Physical Training 30
Mathematics 28; Aircraft Recognition
ag: and the balance of the course in-
cludes First Aid, Administration, Hy-
giene and Sanitation, Armament, Met-
eorology, Anti-Gas and  Airmanship.
This syllabus of basic training is design-
ed to cover a period of Lwo yeavs,

In addition te this training, the
R.OCAF. provides summer camps at var-
ious selected Afr Training Stations. Heve
the Cadet becomes familiar with actual
station rvoutine., The Afr Cadet learns
to be & real Alrman, feem the first
sound of the bugle at § aun. until lights
out: from the making of beds (alrman
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Air Cadets learn (left to right, top and bottom) radio engine construction; wireless com-
mumnication; aireraft flying controls; course-setting bomh sight operation.

ztyle) to cleaning barracks and eating
in the Airmen's Mess; from lecturez on
navigation, meteorology, and aireraft
recognition in the Ground School to the
packing of parachutes, target setting,
and the wonders of the Control Tower,

A flying astart has been made for
Canada’s youth—an opportunity to train
under direet R.OCAF, supervision—to
train for the ever-increazing demand fov
skilled men in Canada’s promising fu-
ture in aviation. Throughout Greater
Winnipeg, 13 Ailr Cadet Squadrons are
in training, conveniently spotted in dis-
triets throughout the eity, thereby af-
fording the greatest possible opportun-
ity for boys to join the Air Cadets in
their own community, In Rural Mani-
toba, squadrons ave operating in 14 dif-
ferent centres. Neepawa, Minnedosa,
Portage la Praivie, Dauphin, Souris,
Virden, Hillarney, Boissevain, Beaunse-
jour, Macgregor, Carbevry, Roland,

Melita, and Brandon all boast active
aquadronz of Alr Cadets. In all, 1,500
eager boys have envelled in the Air Ca-
det League of Canada in this provinee.
The intensive recruiting campaign will
e continued until Manitoba's quota of
3,000 Afr Cadets has been reached,

The conztant association which the
Adr Cadet has with R.C.AF. instructor
personnel and the repeated visits to
R.C.AF. training stations, give him a
background which is highly wvaluable
both to himself and the Alr Force, This
official R.CAF. training in its many
phases, together with the uniform of the
familiar H.C.AF, blue, assures precision
irn action and smartness in appearance,
Just notice the Air Cadet as he passes
you on the street,

That on July 9, 1906, Sunday street
cars ran for the first time in Winnipeg.

That the first organ in Winnipeg was
placed in Grace church in Beptember,
1873,

That Alexander and Logan Avenues
were named after Alexander Logan,

That Pacifie Avenue was formerly
named MecWilliam, after an early settlesr,

That on June 3, 1886, Wesley College
opened.

That Alexander MeMicken was the
first banker in Winnipeg. His bank was
gituated next to the “Standard” office
of earlier days,

That on June 21, 1920, the first auto-
matic telephone was introdoced in Win-
nipeg.

That on December 13, 1HE5, Louis
“David” Hiel waz buried at 5t, Boniface,

That on March 31, 1919, Shoal Lake
water was turned on in Winnipeg, with
a daily capacity of 100,000,000 gallons.

That on July 15, 1910, the St Andrew
Locks were formally opened,

That on October 3, 1914, Canada’s
firgt Expeditionary Fovee gailed from
Gaspe Basin—31 transports, 33,000 men.

That the Fort Garry Hotel in Winni-
peg opened on December 10, 1913,

That on March 15, 1920, the Propor-
tional Representation System was adopi-
ed by Winnipeg City Council for ecivie
elections,

An interesting sidelight comes from
a rveader following the item in this
column last month, with referemce to
electric street cars succecding hovse-
drawn cars. Our reader chserves that
for a year or two both lines operated,
and Main Street in Winnipeg boasted
four sets of tracks, During that period
of competition tickets for the horse-
drawn ears counld be purchased at the
vate of twelve for twenty-five cents.

SUPPORT THE RED CROSS

Recently the popular Chessington Cir-
